Vendors must submit past performance data on contracts/orders whose delivery/performance has been completed as of the closing date of this solicitation. 

Vendors shall complete and submit a Past Performance Information Form (Attachment V)  for each contract/order reference provided.  This form shall provide a detailed explanation of the contract/order and adequately demonstrate the supplies furnished were of the type and quality of items covered under SIN 711 2.  For each of the references identified by the Vendor, the Vendor is also required to email the attached Past Performance Report Form, (Attachment IV) for completion to the identified reference.  The completed Past Performance Report Form shall be forwarded by the reference via email to: Judy I.-P. Biboum at judy.biboum@navy.mil. 

The Government will not accept Past Performance Report Forms directly from vendors, only Past Performance Report Forms submitted on time and from the vendor’s references will be accepted.  Past performance information must be received BY THE DUE DATE AND TIME OF THIS SOLICITATION. The Government reserves the right to contact references for verification or additional information.

The burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information rests with the vendor.  Any Past Performance Report Form received at the Government office designated herein after the exact time specified for receipt of past performance information is "late" and may not be considered for evaluation.  Failure to submit the completed Past Performance Information Forms shall be considered certification (by signature on the submission) that the contractor has no past performance for like or similar items for the Government to evaluate.  

Vendors are also advised that the Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources including sources outside of the Government. The Government will obtain whatever information it deems most relevant to the required effort by phone and/or emailed inquiry. This information may also include queries of Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting Systems (CPARS) or additional past performance information.

Vendors past performance will be rated as Acceptable or Unacceptable.  If rated Unacceptable, the quote will not be evaluated further nor considered for award.

Evaluation Factor IV: Price

The vendor shall provide a price build up on Sample I (freestanding) OR Sample II (freestanding sit stand)  from the Technical Evaluation Factor (Attachment III).  The price build up shall be completed using  the Pricing Spreadsheet  (Attachment VI). 

The vendors quote will be evaluated on the basis of price reasonableness. The evaluation may include, but is not limited to:

· Price comparison with other vendors;

· Comparison with Independent Government Estimates.

Vendors responding to this solicitation are advised that, prior to award, the government may request vendors to submit information/data to support price reasonableness such as copies of paid invoices for the same or similar items, sales history for the same or similar items, price list with effective date and/or copies of catalog pages along with any applicable discounts. Failure to submit the requested information may result in disqualification of the submitted quote.

Establishment of a competitive range is not anticipated; however, the Government reserves the right to establish a competitive range if determined by the Contracting Officer to be in the best interest of the Government.

Failure to complete Attachment VI in its entirety, missing or incomplete pricing, or conflicting proposed discounts will result in the vendor being considered non-responsive and not considered for award.  

Vendors whose pricing cannot be determined fair and reasonable will not be considered for award.
